All screenings start at 20.30.
Each year, on the first week of June, the European Union celebrates Green Week, which aims at informing the public on the need to protect the environment and on the activities undertaken by the European Union to that goal.
This year, Green Week focuses on Biodiversity. 2010 has been proclaimed "International Year for Biodiversity" by the United Nations and the European Commission supports this initiative by bringing biodiversity to the foreground and encouraging a constructive dialogue on this issue. The European Union's Action Plan on Biodiversity faces the big challenge: ensuring that considerations about biodiversity are taken into account across different policy sectors. The objectives of the Action Plan are to reinforce measures to halt the loss of biodiversity, accelerate the recovery of habitats and natural systems in the EU, optimize the EU's contribution to halting biodiversity loss world wide.
The films that will be screened are:
- The Age of Stupid
In this movie, Oscar-nominated Pete Postlethwaite stars as the only survivor in a ruined future world, in 2055. Watching the news of 2008 he asks himself the question "why didn't we stop climate change when we had the chance?" The movie was out in 2009 and its messages acknowledged worldwide.
- Plastic Planet
The movie is about chemical substances in plastic objects that we use in our everyday lives. Substances in products like plates and utensils, that may seem harmless, but that are increasingly considered dangerous as they are reported to have dangerous toxins.
