MICK CASALE is a world-renown script consultant, educator and
dramatic writer. He has taught dramatic writing at New York
University for almost thirty years. He has been the head of
screenwriting at NYU’s acclaimed Graduate School of Film and TV
since 2001 where many of his students have gone on to create
successful movies. He was a featured presence in the Film School,
the popular 12-part documentary serial about NYU film school,
that was televised on the Independent Film Channel.

For 25 years he has been a script consultant on thousands of film
scripts of all kinds, from short experimental films to Shrek Four.
He has also consulted on theatrical plays, television scripts and
material for comedians and storytellers.

He is an award-winning playwright. His play EIm Circle, about
teenage suicide, was first presented in New York and since has
played in dozens of theatres all over the United States. Next year
it will be produced by a company in Manhattan and performed
in every high school in New York City.

For over a decade Mr. Casale wrote the internationally syndicated
comic strip Captain Easy. For twenty years he has done a very
popular workshop on dramatic writing in New York City. Recently
he has taken the workshop on the road, doing it in several places
across the United States, Europe and Central America.
